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c. Vice President Sharon Caldwell submitted her report which is scanned and
attached to these minutes. Sharon had to leave before the Trustee meeting
buy Mary reported that the Board decided to engage in active recruitment for
new members since participation in events has been steadily declining. We do
have one new member club for 2010 which is Mt. Adams. At this point, we
also have one club that has dropped which is Brookdale.

It was mentioned that Canyon Lakes showed interest in becoming a member.
Someone else mentioned that Twin Rivers was also a possibility.

ACTION ITEM: Sharon to follow up with Canyon Lakes and Twin Rivers
about joining the WSWPLA.

d. Secretary Stacy Minnig asked that all Trustees and Guests sign in and that if
anyone brought their dues checks with them that she would collect them and
forward to Sue Shields. Stacy also announced that there were copies of the
invoice available at the desk if anyone needed one to complete.

e. Tournament Director Rita Wilson reported that we are down 100 participants
this year and that the number of total annual participants (816 in 2009) has
declined each year for the past few years. White Horse and Canyon Lakes
were down significantly. Rita passed out the WSWPLA 2009 Results
spreadsheet (scanned and attached to these minutes).

Rita indicated that the budget was OK for tournaments. She also reported that
there were complaints this year about some participants not accurately
counting all of their strokes. Mary indicated that the ultimate responsibility is
with the foursome marking the score card but also felt it is partially the
Trustee’s responsibility to make sure that the people they sign up to play have
the capability to count their strokes appropriately.

With regard to scoring, Mary and Judy (Rules Chair) emphasized that it is
imperative to (1) count correctly, (2) attest to the score at the end of each
hole, and (3) don’t sign the card if there is a dispute. The Rules Chair is
available to arbitrate if needed.
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Mary urged the Trustees to let their players know the guidelines and what is
expected of them.

ACTION ITEM: Trustees to educate their players about the
expectations for accurate scoring.

Rita indicated that it is helpful for scorecards to be turned in with the gross
totaled. She uses this as a double check for her entry of the hole-by-hole
score.

ACTION ITEM: Trustees to let their players know to total up their gross
scores in all events that they play.

A draft schedule of the 2010 events was discussed. Rita indicated that she has
not yet confirmed with the courses but everything should be finalized before
the spring meeting. See copy of the draft 2010 schedule scanned and attached
to these minutes.

f. Rules Chair Judy Wolinski gave her report which is scanned and attached to
the minutes. Mary reported that Judy requested $250 to pay for the updated
USGA rules class and the board granted this request.

g. Historian Committee Chair Sue Caulkins is stepping down and President Mary
Owen reported that Evie Nastos volunteered to take over and Mary thanked
her for her participation.

h. Webmaster Committee Chair Mary Ryan requested that emails sent to her
reference to the WSWPLA so she knows to which club it is related. Mary is the
webmaster for several different golfing programs.

ACTION ITEM: All emails to Mary Ryan should reference to the
WSWPLA to avoid confusion with other clubs where Mary volunteers.

i. Social/Ways and Means Committee Chair Sue McKinney reported that there

were 23 members and 27 trustees signed up for the luncheon. She had
collected $753 for the lunch and expects the final cost to approximate $1,600.
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Sue said there were baskets at five of the seven events. She will do the
baskets again next year but requested help because some of the events Sue
will not be able to attend.

ACTION ITEM: Trustees to contact Sue McKinney to volunteer with
baskets (susan032@centurytel.net).

Sue received no complaints as to the location of the fall luncheon. There was
one complaint as to having it at a private club and several complaints directed
to having it on a weekday. Many trustees did not want to take a day off of
work to come to an event unless it is a golf event. There was some discussion
about having it on a weekday versus a Saturday. Mary reported that the board
voted to move the meetings to weekends to encourage more volunteerism,
including younger volunteers, and to hold events when there is less traffic.

There was discussion about a venue for the spring meeting. Some suggested
that Mt. Si and Maplewood have nice facilities. The consensus was that
anywhere in the Bellevue/Issaquah/Renton areas would be convenient.

j.  Trophies Committee Chair Felicia King indicated that the actual cost of
trophies was under budget (see report scanned and attached). She also
mentioned that Kathy Woodburn would be assuming the Trophy Chair position
for 2010.

k. PNGA/WSGA Committee Chair SueEllen Hamm reported that GHIN dues will
remain the same this year, but may go up the following year. There has been a

reduction in the WSGA membership.

SueEllen announced that the USGA is looking for volunteers for the following
two events:

(1) U.S. Amateur Championship at The Home Course on August 23 — 29,
2010.

(2) U.S. Senior Open Championship at Sahalee Country Club, July 26 —
August 1, 2010.

The WSGA will have “casual days” again next year.
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SueEllen’s full report is scanned in and attached to this email and contains a lot
of very good information.

5. New Business: President Mary Owen asked for any new business.

Standing Rules:

Mary reported that the Board voted to pass the wording changes to the standing
rules on eligibility. Some Trustees asked why they were not voting on the matter.
Mary stated that since this is a proposal to change the standing rules and NOT the
constitution, we do not need the vote of the full membership. Mary stated that
when the issue was first brought up, she had incorrectly assumed that the full vote of
the membership would be needed.

2010 Championship:

A discussion ensued about the Championship. The venue had to be changed and
arrangements were made to hold the event at Gold Mountain. However, the ladies
club expressed concerns that they were not consulted prior to setting up the venue.
Mary apologized to the ladies at Gold Mountain and the Trustee representative for
Gold Mountain provided some background about the lack of communication and
concerns about their ability to gather volunteers to host the event. Barbara Chiado
specifically noted that the participation at her club in the WSWPLA events has gone
down due to six-hour rounds, lottery draws, etc.

Barbara Chiado indicated that their club did go ahead and decide to sponsor the
event but they don’t have good support so the event will not be as elaborate as past
years. Barbara will let the WSWPLA know if she will need additional help at the
Spring meeting.

One Trustee inquired if we would be playing the same course all three days and since
the details are not confirmed with the course, it was not clear if it would be the same
course or alternating courses.

Mary thanked Barbara for her feedback and her willingness to help out with the

event. Mary apologized again and Barbara was accepting of such apology; however,
Mary will send a formal written apology to the Ladies Club at Gold Mountain.
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6. Adjourn: There being no other business, the meeting was adjourned by President
Mary Owen at 11:55 a.m.

Report on Rules, 2009

Bellevue Municipal tournament, April, 18, 2009

DQ’d two players my first “day on the job”.
The first DQ was a player who showed up after her scheduled tee time.

The second incident, the player involved “tossed the ball out from under a tree and marked 2 club
lengths from where it landed, closer to the hole, dropped it and played out from there.” She was
told that what she had done was incorrect, had incurred at least a 2 stroke penalty, and that she
should replay the ball starting from her lie under the tree. She did not do this, nor did she add
penalty stroked. Several rules were broken, the last being that she turned in an incorrect
scorecard which resulted in her being DQ’d.

Canyon Lakes Golf Course, Monday and Tuesday May 18, 19

There were 4 players who were late on the second day. Unfortunately the starter took it
upon him to delay the “shotgun” start until all 4 were taken to their tee boxes. This
caused some confusion, with some players starting before hearing the homn, because it
was after the stated starting time. Technically they were at their tees within the allotted
time, but were late, and therefore were each give 2 stoke penalties, added do their first
holes. :

A few days after the tournament I received an email from someone who stated she should
be DQ’d due to an error when “Xing” out a hole on the second day; this was not
intentional and may or may not have been incorrect. Due to the circumstances
surrounding my investigation and since it had no bearing on her competition score, no
penalty was given,

Riverside Golf Course, June 18, 2009

No rules violations were brought to my attention.

Lake Padden Championship, July 13, 14, 15, 2009

One person was penalized for having more than 14 clubs in her bag. Tt was brought to
the attention of the committee on the 3™ day, so she was give the maximum penalty for
each day of 4 strokes, resulting in 12 strokes to her overall total. She was very gracious
and apologetic of the error. Unfortunately she would have been a winner had this not
happened.

There were also complaints about one person not correctly counting her score on the first
day, there seemed to be no problem on the 2™ day, on the 3™ day, she was monitored and
accepted corrections when noted.



There were 2 other rules questions which came up, one about hitting a wrong ball and the
other was regarding who could mark and replace a ball on the green.

There were a few ties which needed to be played off, one player had already left the
course so therefore the “win” was automatically conceded to the player with whom she
was tied. It was clearly stated on the rules sheet that players should remain on site incase
of the need for a playoff for ties in the first 3 places of each flight.

White Horse, August 17, 2009

After the competition was closed, someone admitted to posting a score for a hole which
was without the penalty included. She had picked up and cleaned her ball when it was
not permitted. She had meant to ask, but forgot, and therefore did not post the correct
score which should have inctuded a one stoke penalty. She was DQ’d. Unfortunately
she had been a flight winner and the checks had been mailed out and adjustments had to
be made.

Sun Country, Sept. 14, 15, 2009

A few players when playing hole #9 teed off from the wrong tee box. They corrected
their error prior to teeing off on the next hole, and added a 2 stroke penalty each.

There was a question of using the putter on the green to sweep away pine cone debris,
this is allowed

The other question which came up was regarding failure to replace a ball marker when
moved from another player’s putting line, prior to putting out. Because she had holed out
before the error was detected, she incurred a 2 stoke penalty.

Camaloch, Oct. 17, 2009

It was a wet and soggy day, no rules violations were noted. One team withdrew before
finishing, of the 140 members who started.
